He sounded normal, no coughing or anything that would have alerted me. |
called him back the following Tuesday, several times, Wednesday then on Friday
someone answered who at that moment sounded like Mando. | said "Hey Mando
where have you been" the voice on the other end said, Ed this is Joseph, Im very
sorry....then my mind went blank. Now when i hear the daily Corona virus
numbers i wonder if the number of dead that day includes my friend. The
numbers now have been replaced with faces for me. It was sometime midway
through the year last year | start to tell Armando | loved him. The last time we
spoke i remember clearly saying " | love you Mando" just before we hung up.
Those were my last words he heard from me.
