Mrs. Fern Magdelena Wehde Schiffer passed away in San Antonio, Texas on
Thursday, January 19, 2017 at the age of 95 years. 

 Fern was born in Holstein, Iowa on March 7, 1921 to Gus and Anna
Christophersen Wehde. She grew up in Holstein, where her family owned a
dairy, an ice cream shop, and an inn. She graduated from high school in 1939.
She was a registered nurse and graduated in 1943 from Broadlawns Nursing
School, Broadlawns Polk County Public Hospital, Des Moines, Iowa. After
graduation from nursing school, she joined the United States Army Nurse
Corps. She was active duty military from December 1943 to March 1946 and
achieved the rank of 1st lieutenant. She was awarded the Victory Medal, the
European-African-Middle Eastern (EAME) campaign medal and she earned
several over-seas service bars for her service outside the United States.
During her service, she was stationed in England, where she met her
husband, Dr. Sydney Sommers Schiffer. They married May 8, 1946, settled in
San Antonio and delighted in 67 successful years of marriage.
