In support of his
fellow wounded veterans, George and his wife Mae were very active in the
Disabled American Veterans (DAV) Chapter 5. Both volunteered over 10,000
hours at Audie Murphy Veterans Hospital.

George was the owner/operator of Imperial Water Supply in Imperial, Texas
until 1963 when he moved to San Antonio, Texas.

Known as Pawpaw to his grandchildren, they knew he had the gifted ability to
fix and repair everything around the house and he was always delighted when
they brought something to be repaired. He was always positive and caring for
others before himself.

George is predeceased by his parents, his wife and three brothers.



He is survived by his children, Delton Daugherty, wife Lea of Ft. Davis, TX,
Barbara Keelan, husband Jim and son Walton Daugherty, wife Patty, all of
San Antonio, TX; 7 grandchildren and 17 great grandchildren; as well as
numerous nieces, nephews and a host of friends.
