Joan attended
Brackenridge High School and worked for the Telephone Co. after graduation.
She met her husband Romey Rudd Jr. recently home from 3 years in the U.S.
Coast Guard and they were married in 1951. Joanie and Romey raised 8 kids
in Highland Hills. Joanie loved bowling and was a member of the Turner Club.
