Joseph Louis Lubbock Sr. passed away on Wednesday, January 18th, 2017 at
his home after a decline in health at the age of 89. He was surrounded and
supported by his loving family and caregivers during the last days of his life. 

 Joe was born in San Antonio, Texas on Christmas day in 1927. He was one of
6 children (5 sons and 1 daughter) that were born to Jim and Henrietta
Lubbock. He later met and married his wife of 56 years Dorothy Lee Mullins.
During their union they had 4 children. In 1967-1970 he and a close friend
started a local towing company that they named Mustang Wrecker. Then in
1971-1984 he decided to start his own company, calling it Joe Lubbock Road
Service. 
Joe was proceeded in death by his grandson Jeffery Alan Maddox in July of
2004, then one year later his only son Joseph Jr. and a short seven months
later his loving wife Dorothy Lee, leaving him with, in his words, “All these
girls!” 

 Joe has survived by his daughters, JoAnn Browne and husband Robert,
Lynda Love and husband John, and Karen Maddox; sister Ester Lubbock; 9
grandchildren, 15 great grandchildren, 2 great great grandchildren, and
friends.
