These were two community events that he was always happy
to be a part of. However, he had a special place in his heart for the East
Central FFA Meat Judging Program. Joe would set retail cuts for the Meat
Judging Team to practice on helping East Central FFA win numerous state
and national titles. 

 

Toward the end of his career, Joe, along with his wife Hope could be found
running Twin Lakes Meat Market. Hope running the front with Joe running the
back. A small community where everyone knew everyone. Often there were
times when his customers fell on hard times......they didn't have to ask, Joe
just knew. To help his customers out, he would often mark a package of meat
with an "X". when Hope saw this in the front, she knew it meant "No Charge".
Joe knew dignity was important to those that needed help and it was
important to him. Work hard and help when you can. It was that simple and
that's how he wanted it. 

 

In March of 2014, the love of his life, Hope entered into the gates of Heaven



before him. Joe is survived by his son Adrian, daughter-in-law Maricela,
granddaughters Julianna, Isabella, and Sophia. He is also survived by his
brother Juan Ramirez and nephew and niece Juan Jr. and Mariaelena. 

 

His family holds on to the numerous loving memories of processing deer,
making his famous fresh ring sausage, sitting under the tree enjoying some
Big Red on crushed ice and of course Rockport and the Copano Bay Pier.
