He was well known in the community and even did
some work for Willie G Davidson, of the famous Harley-Davison Motorcycle
Company and for the Pabst Family of Pabst Blue Ribbon Brewing Company.
He was very proud of the work he did and very passionate. He loved to travel



and tell tall tales of his experiences. He would work hard during the warmer
months and in the harsh winters of Wisconsin, he would jet away to Mexico,
Colombia, Costa Rica and of course to Florida where most of his siblings
lived. He worked hard and played harder! His tireless love and devotion to his
family were evident in his final moments.
