
Ralph L. Keener
November 24, 1937 - June 12, 2022

Ralph Leroy Keener of San Antonio, Texas, passed away on Sunday, June
12, 2022, at the age of 84 after enduring an extended battle with Parkinson’s
induced Lewy Body Dementia. He was born on November 24, 1937, in
Fairmont, West Virginia. He was one of eight children born to James and
Jessie Lee Keener. 

After attending Fairmont High School, Ralph joined the Air Force on April 1,
1955. That same year on December 3, he married his wife of 66 years, Rose
Helen Evans, in Gulfport, Mississippi. During his time in the military, he served
in both Thailand and Vietnam. Ralph retired after 20 years of service at the
rank of Technical Sergeant. He then continued his education and went on to
receive his associate degree from St. Philips College in San Antonio, Texas,
which he would later use to teach for North Side Independent School District. 

 

He is survived by his
wife, Rose Keener, his remaining three children: Starr Chamberlain (Mitch),
Terri Leis (Roger), and Ralph Keener Jr. (Mary), 11 grandchildren, and 23
great-grandchildren.
