Rosemary A. Son, 93, died at home on January 17, 2005. Born in San
Antonio in 1911, she was the daughter of Rose C. Anderson and P.L.
Anderson. She was a 1928 graduate of Brackenridge HS; she received her
BA in English from Our Lady of the Lake in 1931 and her MA from The
University of Texas in 1934. Her husband of 49 years was the late Raymond
H. Son. Their 3 children are Preston R. Son, the late Fred C. Son, and
Rosanne Son White. In-laws are Fred N. White, Marjatta Son, and Jane N.
Son. Grandchildren are Jessica Son husband Larry Golyzniak, Brook Son
husband Ken Green, Mark Son, Rosemary Son, and Roland Son.

Rosemary dearly
loved her family and was the Matriarch of her brood. She held the extended
family together with gatherings at holidays and summer trips to the Rio Frio.

Rosemary taught English to San Antonio children for 23 years at Harris Junior
School from 1931 to 1943 and at Highlands HS from 1961 to 1972. She often
encountered former students who particularly remembered her as a fine
teacher. She was an avid reader and always had a book at hand. She was a
fiercely proud native of San Antonio. She knew the downtown area and the
near south and southeast sides of San Antonio like the back of her hand. In
retirement she spent many years as an active member of the SA
Conservation Society; although she served on numerous committees, she



particularly loved the companionship and camaraderie of the Decorations
